CARDINALS IN HUSKY-LAND

Fr. Nathan, Teresa, Nancy and | attended a Domini-
can Campus Ministersi conference November 38 6 in
Federal Way, Washington. This is a meeting sponsored
and hosted by the Western Dominican Province that
includes the friars and professional lay staff from the
eleven campuses served by Dominicans of the Western
Province:

Stanford University

University of Arizona

University of California, Riverside &
Riverside Community College
University of California, San Diego
University of Nevada, Las Vegas
University of Oregon

University of Utah

University of Washington

These meetings serve a two-fold purpose. First,
they are a chance to discuss issues of common concern
with peers. Second, it is a chance to reconnect with
other campus ministers throughout the Province every
other year, which is when these meetings occur. It was
great to see people this community knows and loves:
Fr. John Paul Forte, who continues to serve as Director
at UCSD, Fr. David Geib, who served here from 2005
to 2007 and who is now responsible for the ministry at
Occidental College, even Fr. Tom DeMan, who helped
when Fr. Patrick was on sabbatical and is retired from
campus ministry, visited for part of the meeting.

Although it wasnit organized in this way, our topics
ranged from the nuts & bolts to vision & direction. We
talked about the tension that seem to be inherent in all
campus ministry settings between the student and non-
student communities, the difpculty of, yet the need for,
affecting good transitions between directors/pastors,
what excellence in ministry means in the campus set-
ting, how educational programs at ours centers might
receive some sort of daccreditationé from the Domini-
can School in Berkeley, so (for example) that those at-
tending could get university or continuing education
credits, how the annual Dominican Institute for Student
Ministers (a training program for folks like our Interns
and their peers at other centers) is going to work this

summer since our usual venue is not available, how
we are promoting a culture of Ovocationd at our centers
(not just to the priesthood and vowed religious life in
the Dominicans); we also heard a presentation from the
Dominican Volunteers USA, an organization that places
young people in ministry settings with Dominicans. The
latter is currently based in and focused on the Midwest,
but is looking to come west.

As you can see, much of this does not lend itself to
be concluded or wrapped up in three days. Rather, it
keeps us from losing site of larger issues in the midst of
the day-to-day challenges of putting on our program-
ming and for those of us oon the front line6 to share
our latest thinking and reyections with colleagues in
diverse settings.

Those of you who go to professional conferences
and workshops know that one thing that every attendee
looks forward to is the ofree nighté when you can go
and either visit friends in the area, get together with a
group from the conference and go out or simply stay
in and crash. The organizers of this meeting wisely
chose Tuesday, Election Day, as the free late afternoon
& evening. To my surprise, only about one third of the
people went into Seattle; most (like me) stayed in. Af-
ter dinner | went for a walk. When | left, our meeting
room was arranged in a large square, as it had been
for our sessions that day. When | came back, a TV was
enthroned in a corner with CNN, the lights were off, all
of the tables and chairs were pointed at the television,
and laptops were out on almost every table (with the
userfs local election results on screen and headphones
on their heads). It looked like a press box, complete
with people occasionally yelling at their computers!
A last word: the weather was most un-Seattle-like. It
rained the day we arrived and the day we left, but it was
beautiful the two full days we were there. The retreat
house at which we met is right on Puget Sound with a
view of the Olympic mountain range and Mt. Baker. As
the locals would (and did) say, 6The mountains were
out6 and that how you judge pne weather in Seattle.

This meeting was a memorable and worthwhile
gathering.
